Frank Middleton — Football, 1993-94

Frank Middleton attended Fort Scott Community College in 1994. The Beaumont, TX native
had a very successful football career at FSCC, the University of Arizona, and in the NFL.
Middleton became an All-American in 1994 while at FSCC, and was also named All-Conference
in 1994.

After FSCC he transferred to the University of Arizona where he was awarded All PAC
10 in 1996.

In 1997 he was drafted by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. As a rookie, Middleton started
and played in all 16 games. During his second year as a Buccaneer his ferociousness as an
offensive lineman helped open a path for Warrick Dunn to run 1,000 yards. In 2001 Middleton
signed with the Oakland Raiders, where he continued a successful professional football career.
The offensive lineman started in every game. While with the Raiders, Middleton had the
honor of playing in the 2003 Super Bowl. Although they were defeated by the Buccaneers,
participating in the Super Bowl was a career highlight!

Middleton has been very active in the local community. He founded a youth football
camp entitled “Raider Invasion” which held its inaugural year in 2003.

Middleton is now retired from the NFL and resides in his hometown of Beaumont, Texas.

Former Greyhound player, David Moore, quarterbacked the 1964 football team to a Top Ten
national ranking and the 1966 team to a Jayhawk Conference Championship.

Moore has been teaching and coaching for 38 years in Oklahoma at schools in Tahlequah,
Broken Arrow, Bixby, Tulsa Hale, Tulsa Rogers, and Catoosa. While coaching in Oklahoma,
Moore served a two-year term on the Board of Control of the Oklahoma Coaches Association and
coached in the 1985 Tulsa Shrine Bowl.

Other accomplishments include coaching in the 1991 OCA Oil Bowl; the 1991 Sooner
Stampede in Hawaii, the OCA East All-State Game in 2001 and being inducted into the OCA Hall
of Fame in 2005.

Moore received his B.S. in Ed. in 1969 and his Masters in Ed. in 1972 from Northeastern
State.

Todd Scott — Football, 1988-89

Todd Scott, of Kansas City, played football for Fort Scott Community College in 1988 and 1989.
He participated in football and received numerous post-season honors. In 1989 he was FSCC
Offensive Player of the Year; FSCC MVP; Conference Leader in both rushing yards and scoring,
fifth in the nation in rushing, fourth in the nation in scoring, and was FSCC Male Athlete of the
Year in 1989 and 1990.

After FSCC, Scott attended Southwest Texas State University where he continued his
career from 1990-1991. He was Second Team All Southland Conference; SWT Offensive Player
of the Year, conference leader in touchdowns, and Scott still holds the school record for yards per
carry (8.3) which he established in 1990.

Scott returned to FSCC in the early 90’s as an assistant football coach in 1992 and 1993.
He has been with Farmland Foods since 1994 and now holds the position of Director of Distribu-
tion. Scott and his wife Kim have two children.

Inducted Fall 1987

Emory R. Arnold of Fort Scott, a former FSCC administrator
and member of the class of 1938, played every minute of
every football game during his Greyhound career as a center
and linebacker. He was an Honorable Mention All-Kansas
Jayhawk Conference selection as a freshman, and an All-
Conference first team choice as a sophomore.

Arnold served the college in various administrative
capacities for 17 years, and retired as vice president in 1981.
He also was named an Outstanding Alumnus in 1981 and
later in the same year Arnold Arena, the home of Greyhound
basketball, volleyball and rodeo, was opened and named in
his honor.

Gerald (Nate) Beaman, ’48
Inducted Spring 1989

Gerald attended Fort Scott Community College from 1946 to
1948 and graduated with an Associate of Arts degree. While
a Greyhound, Gerald participated in football, basketball, and
track. He was named to the all-conference football team in
1946 and was awarded NEA Junior College All-American
status for his football accomplishments in 1947. In basketball,
Gerald was selected as an all-state player both years at FSCC.
He qualified for state in the 110-yard high hurdles, discus and
shot put, winning the hurdles and discus while placing second
in the shot in 1947. Gerald repeated his accomplishments in
the same events at the state track meet the following year.

Gerald’s athletic career continued at Pittsburg State
University where he lettered in football, basketball and track in
1949 and 1950. He was chosen for the all-conference football
team in 1949 as an end and in track won the high hurdles in
the 1949 conference finals. After leaving Pittsburg, Gerald
signed a professional baseball contract with the Pittsburg
farm club of the St. Louis Browns.

While attending Pittsburg State University, Gerald
earned his Bachelor of Science degree in 1950. H received a
master’s degree from Northern Arizona University in Flagstaff,
Ariz., in 1962. Gerald returned to Fort Scott Community
College in 1953 and coached all sports for two years. Gerald
went to Imperial Valley College in El Centro, Calif., where
he taught math and coached. From EIl Centro he moved to
Holtville and was principal at the high school for 21 years
before he retired in 1984.

Gerald is past president of Secondary Administrators
of Imperial County, past president of the Holtville
Rotary Club, and past president of Phi Delta Kappa. He
is currently substitute teaching and is active in Masons
and Scottish Rite.
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Tom Botts
Inducted Spring 2001

Tom Botts, track coach at FSCC from 1931 through 1941,
went on to nationwide acclaim as the longtime head track
coach at the University of Missouri. He served as head track
coach at MU from 1947 to 1972.

During his tenure as head coach he led the Tiger
Thinclads to eight conference championships and a national
indoortitlein 1965. He coached 48 conference champions, 23
All-Americans, five national champions and two Olympians
in his time at MU.

He was named to the National Track and Field Hall
of Fame in 1983 and the track at Westminister College,
Fulton, Mo., his alma mater, bears his name. He died March
1, 1999.

Ray Brinkman, ’31
Inducted Fall 1989

Ray attended FSCC from 1929 to 1931. He participated in
football, basketball and track. An all-conference fullback,
he was also a top quarterback and punter.

After graduating from FSCC, Ray continued his
football career at the University of Kansas, where he received
a Bachelor of Science degree in business.

He is a recent recipient of an honorary membership
given by the American Institute of Accounting for 40 years
of service as a CPA. He lives in Fort Scott.

Curtis Brown,’73-"75

Inducted 2005

Curtis Brown of Maryland Heights, Mo., played football at
FSCC from 1973-75. He earned the distinction of NJCAA
All-American Second Team in 1974 as well as being named
to the All Conference Team for two seasons.

After FSCC, Brown went on to play football at the
University of Missouri where he was honored as an All Big
8 Team member and NJCAA All-American Second Team
in 1976. He graduated from FSCC and studied parks and
recreation at MU.

In 1977, the Buffalo Bills drafted Brown in the third
round. He played in the NFL for the next six years. He played
part of one season with the Houston Oilers.

Brown is a security specialist and has four children,
three daughters and one son.



Danny Brown, ’72

Inducted Fall 2006

Danny Brown attended Fort Scott Community College
from 1970 to 1972. While at FSCC, Danny was a member
of the Greyhound basketball team.

Danny continued his education at Pittsburg
State University where he earned a Bachelor’s degree in
education in 1974 and Master’s degree in administration in
1987. He has worked in education since 1974 as a teacher,
administrator, and coach.

During his 21-year coaching career, Danny
coached football, basketball, and track for Fort Scott High
School.

Inducted Spring 1989

Kenattended FSCC from 1964 to 1966, earning an Associate
of Artsdegree. Athletically, he was active in both football and
track while a student at FSCC. His football honors include all-
conference back in 1964, firstteam all-conference quarterback
in 1965, first team quarterback NJCAA All-American 1965,
first team back LA/JC Grid-Wire All-American 1965, and
second leading scorer in the nation in 1965.

Ken continued his education at Central Missouri
State University earning his Bachelor of Science degree in
1968 and a master’s degree in 1972.

From college, Ken worked as head football coach at
Cabool High School in Cabool, Mo., from 1969 to 1972. He
then moved to Boonville, Mo., where he was the assistant
football coach at Boonville High School from 1973 to 1983.
In addition to his football coaching duties at Boonville, Ken
was the wrestling coach and the track coach. He was the
District Coach of the Year in wrestling in 1978.

Presently, Ken is the head football coach, athletic
director, and assistant principal at Monett High School in
Monett, Mo. He began his duties at Monett in 1986. Ken

Inducted Fall 2006

Wayne Burnett attended Fort Scott Community College
from 1955 to 1957 and graduated with an Associate’s
degree. While at FSCC, Wayne played both football and
basketball. As a football player, Wayne was a starting
fullback on the conference championship team and was
selected for the All-Conference team in 1955. Wayne
was also a starter on the basketball team. In 1956, he was
honored as FSCC Athlete of the Year.

After graduating from FSCC, Wayne attended
Pittsburg State University where he played football. He was
a member of the undefeated NAIA National Championship
team in 1957.

Wayne has enjoyed sharing his sports knowledge
by participating in youth sports programs. He coached the
Jr. All-American Football team. In addition, he officiated
for youth programs in touch football and basketball for 8
years.

Wayne graduated from California State Polytechnic
in Pomona and worked for 30 years as a counselor for the
State of California. He also served in the Army for three
years with the 101st Airborne Division, the “Screaming
Eagles”, where he made 25 jumps.

Wayne lives in Patton, California, and has six
children.

Walter G. Campbell
Inducted Spring 1989

Walt was a long time supporter of Greyhounds athletics and
was instrumental in establishing two sports programs. He
assisted Coach Larry Krull in starting a baseball program
at Fort Scott Community College and assisted Coach Steve
Shelton in starting a girl’s softball program. Walt donated
countless hours to help with athletic activities as well as other
areas of the college. FSCC was referred to as Walt’s second
home. He served as president of the FSCC Quarterback Club
from 1987 until his death..

Mr. Campbell was heavily involved in the city of Fort
Scott and Bourbon County. He was re-elected in November
1988 to serve a second term as Bourbon County commissioner
for the 2nd District. He was chairman of the Southeast Kansas
Multi-County Public Health Board; chairman of the board
of the First Christian Church and a member of the Builder’s
Class of the church. Mr. Campbell was a member of the
U-234 Recreation Commission, where he was involved
with softball and baseball. He was a 29-year member of the
Lions Club, of which he was a past president. Walt served as
chairman of the Lions Club committee for the construction
of the Lions Club ballpark on the campus of FSCC. He had
served three terms as Lions deputy district governor and had
held the office of zone chairman. Mr. Campbell had served



on the Salvation Army Board and had been a member of the
Kansas Furtaker Association. He served with the Army in
the Philippines during World War II and was a life member
of Olson-Frary-Burkhart Post, Veterans of Foreign Wars.

Mr. Campbell and his father owned and operated
Rock Creek Farm and raised Holstein cattle. The family
operation became known as the largest in Kansas and fourth
largest in the United States. Walt passed away on January
21, 1989.

Gus Chatmon, ’67
Inducted Fall 1997

Gus Chatmon was a member of the team which won the
Kansas Jayhawk Conference Eastern Division title in 1966-
67. Later that season FSCC won the Region VI Sub-State,
but lost the state championship to Dodge City in a best of
three playoff; keeping them from a berth in the National
Tournament.

Chatmon was an Honorable Mention selection on the
KJC All-Conference squad in 1965-66 and a member of the
All-Conference first team in 1966-67. He was also selected
to the All-Region VI first team the same year. In 1966-67,
Chatmon was the second leading rebounder and third best
scorer in the state. He was named the Greyhounds’ Most
Valuable Player that season.

After graduation from FSCC, Chatmon continued
his career at Weber State University, Ogden, Utah, where
he led the team in rebounding during his junior and senior
seasons. During this period, Chatmon ranked third in the
Big Sky Conference in rebounding, and was selected to the
league’s All-Conference second team in both years.

After graduation from WSU, Chatmon played with
the Utah Stars of the now-defunct American Basketball
Association.

He has worked for the Indiana Boys Club of
Indianapolis, Ind., from 1979 until the time of his death on

Feb. 14, 1998.

Kyron (Jackson) Christopherson,

Inducted Fall 2006

Kyron (Jackson) Christopherson of Elk River,
Minn., was a member of the 1989-90 women’s basketball
team. During her time at FSCC, she was selected as an
All-Conference Honorable Mention and Defensive Player
of the Year. In addition, Kyron earned the Academic All-
American honors in 1990. She was also named to the Who’s
Who Among American Junior College Students.

After FSCC, she went on to receive academic
honors including the NAIA Region IV Scholar Athlete
Award and the Heart of Texas Conference Academic
Excellence Award. She graduated Magna Cum Laude from
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Texas Wesleyan University with a bachelor’s degree in
chemistry.

She has worked in Landscape Design and as a high
school basketball coach, but she is currently a consultant
chemist/independent contractor.

Charles E. Cowdrey, ’71
Inducted Spring 1990

Charles E. Cowdrey served as head football coach at Fort
Scott Community College from 1966 to 1968. Charlie had
outstanding teams all three years at the helm as the Greyhound
mentor. His 1966 team tied for the championship title, while
his 1967 team received a second place finish. His 1968 team
was undefeated, won the championship title, and received
the Greyhounds first-ever bowl appearance (Sterling Silver
Bowl). His three-year won-loss record was 22-7-2.

Coach Cowdrey has had a tremendous background
in coaching. He has served as a head high school coach for
nine years, head coach at FSCC for three years, assistant
coach at University of Missouri for eight years, head coach
at Illinois State University for four years, assistant coach at
Drake University for one year, and has been the head coach
at Southwestern College for seven years. His overall record
as a head coach is 138 wins, 85 losses, 6 ties.

Charlie received his B.S. from Northwest Missouri
State University and his master’s from the University of
Missouri.

Currently, Charlie serves as the head coach at
Southwestern College in Winfield, Kansas.

Dr. Shirley Leroy Davis, ’36
Inducted Spring 1989

Dr. Davis attended Fort Scott community College from 1935
to 1936 and was active in both football and track. He was a
“huge” guard on the 1935 undefeated state champion football
Team. Dr. Davis was the only man on the squad who tipped
the scales at over 200 pounds. He earned All-Kansas Junior
College Team honors in both 1935 and 1936. He earned his
Associate of Arts degree from FSCC in 1936.

Dr. David continued his football career at Kansas
State University and was chosen to the All-Big Six football
teamin 1938.

Inducted in Fall 2006
Bob Eshelbrenner attended Fort Scott Community College
after graduating from Fort Scott High School in 1950. He
played basketball at FSCC in 1950-51 and 1952-53. His
1952-53 team lost by one point to Arkansas City Juco,
narrowly missing a chance to qualify for the National
Tournament. His studies were interrupted in 1951-52 when
he was called to active duty during the Korean conflict.

Bob later played basketball at Kansas State
University and graduated in 1956. He began a 36-year
teaching and coaching career: three years at Newton, KS;
two in Peabody, KS; and the remaining years at FSHS and
FSCC. He served as FSCC Head Men’s Basketball Coach
from 1965-76. His 1966-67 team lost to Dodge City in a
close game to qualify for the National Tournament. During
that 11-year span, his teams compiled a 140-139 record.
He also coached women’s basketball at FSCC for 1 year.

Dr. Lon Farrell, ’50
Inducted Spring 1989

A native of Devon, Kan., Lon Farrell was a halfback on
the first football team at Uniontown, Kan., High School. At
Fort Scott Community College, Lon earned all-conference
honors as a guard in 1949. He earned his Associate of Arts
degree from FSCC in 1950.

Lon earned all-conference honors as a guard and
linebacker while playing for the Gorillas at Kansas State
College-Pittsburg in 1950 and ’51. He played in the 1951
Mineral and Shrine Bowl games. Lon earned his B.S. degree
at Kansas State College-Pittsburg in 1952.

After completing his B.S. degree, Dr. Farrell was
an all-conference linebacker and a coach for the U.S. Army
Special Services at Fort Riley, Kan., in 1953 and 1954. Lon
then continued his education earning a master’s degree at
Kansas State College-Pittsburg in 1957.

Lon moved from player to coach serving one year
as an assistant at Kansas City, Kan., Bishop Meige High
School. He then began a brilliant prep coaching career
culminating in a record of 54-7-2 over 6 seasons. During
that span he won five consecutive Mineral Belt titles, had
three perfect seasons, and a 26-game winning streak at St.
Mary’s (Colgan) High School in Pittsburg. He had a 6 and
3 mark for one year at Southeast High School in Cherokee,
Kan.

In 1961, Lon left Kansas to join the Razorback staff
at the University of Arkansas at Fayetteville, coaching the
freshman defensive line. While at Arkansas, he earned a
doctorate in 1965. In 1973, he was named administrative
assistantin the athletic department at the university. Two years
later he moved into the assistant athletic director’s job and
in 1984 became associate athletic director for operations.

Dr. Farrell was born March 22, 1930, at Fort Scott,
the son of Daniel F. and Ona Farrell. He passed away on
April 19, 1986.



Dr. Lynn Farrell, ’51
Inducted Fall 1989

Lynn Farrell attended FSCC from 1949 to 1951, graduating
with an Associate of Arts degree. An All-Conference
basketball player, he was named FSCC’s Basketball Player
of the Year, Trackman of the Year, and Athlete of the Year
in 1951.

After graduating Lynn attended Pittsburg State
University, where he graduated with a Bachelor of Science
degree in education in 1953. He earned a Master of Science
degree from PSU in 1956 and a doctorate in education from
the University of Arkansas in 1962.

Lynn retired as head basketball coach and athletic
director at Hastings College, Hastings, Neb., in 1988. During
33 years of coaching, his basketball teams compiled a 624-
221 record. He was inducted into the Hastings College Hall
of Fame in 1989.

Lynn began his coaching career as a player coach
in the U.S. Army from 1953 to 1955. Other assignments
included an assistantship at PSU (1955-56); McCune High
School (1956-59); Pittsburg High School (1959-61); freshman
coach at the University of Arkansas (1961-62); and Hastings
College (1962-88).

In 1980 Lynn was elected president of the National
Basketball Coaches Association, and served on U.S. Olympic
Coaches and Players Selection Committee.

Today, he lives in Springdale, Ark., where he is
active in the Big Brothers and Big Sisters and the Elks Youth
programs. His late brother, Lon, was one of the former FSCC
athletes first induced into the FSCC Hall of Fame in 1989.

Sean Miguel Fisher, ’88
Inducted Fall 1992

Sean Fisher was instrumental in helping to reconstruct the
Greyhound football program, which had been in a slump
throughout the early 1980s, by posting a 5-4 record (first
winning season since 1979). A former all-state player from
Mineral Wells, Texas, Fisher in his only season at FSCC
passed for a school-record 3,030 yards, 23 touchdowns,
with only 20 interceptions. The Greyhound offense finished
No. 1 in total offense and passing in the Kansas Jayhawk
Community College Conference and No. 2 nationally. For
his outstanding play, Sean received first team All-KJCCC,
Honorable-Mention All-American (Grid-Wire), second team
All-American (NJCAA), and was the Co-Offensive Player
of the Year in the KICCC.

Sean received an Associate of Science Degree from
FSCC and a bachelor’s degree at Louisiana Tech. University
while playing football for the Bulldogs.
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Richard Foster
Inducted Spring 1990

Richard Foster had an outstanding two-year coaching career
at Fort Scott Community College. He compiled a 19-2 record
for the 1969 and 1970 seasons. In 1970, the Greyhounds
won the National Junior College Athletic Association's
National Championship. Dick was awarded the conference
and national “Coach of the Year” honors for his team’s 1970
accomplishment. He was alsorecognized by the 1970 Kansas
Legislature for outstanding achievement.

Dick was also head football coach at Coffeyville
Community College from 1975to 1989. He compiled arecord
of 127 wins, 23 losses, and 2 ties. His 1983 team won the
NJCAA National Championship. His teams were ranked in
the top fifteen NJCAA Poll for fourteen consecutive years. He
finished his junior college coaching career with the highest
winning percentage of any junior college coach overa 15-year
period of time, 144-25-2 for an 85.2 percentage. Over his
junior college coaching career, Dick was recognized by the
Kansas Legislature seven times for outstanding achievement.
He has written many articles on education and football.

Dickreceived his undergraduate degree in 1955 from
William Jewell College and his M.Ed. from the University
of Missouri in 1963.

Currently, Dick is the recruiting coordinator at the
University of Oklahoma in Norman, Oklahoma.

CIliff Frazier, ’73
Inducted Fall 1990

One of the most highlighted players to ever play in a
Greyhound uniform was Cliff Frazier. Cliff played for Fort
Scott Community College in 1972 and 1973. He was a first
team All-American both years. He also received the National
Defensive Player of the Year award. He was a first team All-
Conference selection both years, as well. After FSCC, Cliff
transferred to UCLA where he again had many successes.
He served the Bruins as a tri-captain and won the team’s
Co-Most Valuable Player award. He received first team All-
Conference, first team All-American, Kodak All-American,
playedinthecollege All-Star game, and was the Most Valuable
Player in the 1976 Rose Bowl. After his illustrious college
career, Cliff went on to play in the NFL for the Kansas City
Chiefs, Philadelphia Eagles, and Los Angeles Rams. While
at Kansas City he was the team's third overall tackler, and
he led the Rams in quarterback sacks.

Currently, Cliff is starring in the HBO series “First
and Ten” with O.J. Simpson.

He received his degree from the School of Fine Arts
at UCLA under the direction of Milton Katsales in 1980.

Woody was an all-conference football
player both years at FSJC and helped lead his team to the
conference championship. He also was the conference track
champion in the 100-yard dash and 220-yard dash for two
years.

She qualified in all three women’s events to represent Fort

Rodeo, Bozeman, Mont., in 1977. In addition to being
an outstanding rodeo athlete, she also was named Winter
Homecoming Queen in 1977. During the 1976-77 rodeo
season, Diana helped her teammates win the team trophy
in Hutchinson, Kan. She was the only female competing on
her team but she earned enough points in the three women's
events to enable her team to win.

The honoree is also the sister of former FSCC rodeo
coach John Luthi. Today she lives in Burlington, Kan.,
where she is assistant coordinator for the Older Kansans
Employment Program in 23 counties of eastern Kansas.
The program, funded by the Kansas Department of Human
Resources and the Job Training Partnership Act, provides
job training for Kansans 55 and older.

John Luthi, '77

Inducted Fall 2004
John Luthi graduated from Fort Scott Community College in
1977.He completed his education at Kansas State University
with a bachelor’s and master’s degree in Agriculture
Education.

He led his teams
to 6-3-1 (1946) and 7-2-1 (1947) seasons. Claude was an
outstanding track athlete.

After FSCC, Claude attended Pittsburg State
University before being called to active duty during the
Korean War. He retired after 20 years of service in the U.S.
Army as a special services officer. He officiated basketball
games, served as a Little League coach, played softball
(pitching a “no-hitter””) and while in the Army coached all
major sports. He also worked with the Shriners Children’s
Hospitals.

Howard Mahanes
Inducted Spring 1989

Howard coached football and track at Fort Scott Community
College from 1961 to 1965. While at FSCC, his football
teams were ranked in the NJCAA Top Ten four years. He
coached ten players who were named as All-Americans. His
overall record at FSCC was 38-11-1.

As aplayer, Howard achieved fame while attending
Northeastern Oklahoma State University. In football he
received first team, all-conference honors for the Oklahoma
Collegiate Conference in 1955-56, was captain of the 1956
football team, and was named a 2nd team, NAIA All-
Americanin 1956. Howard received his Bachelor of Science
degree from Northeastern Oklahomain 1957 and his master’s
degree from the same school in 1961.

Howard’s football coaching successes spanned three
levels of play. He started his coaching career at Galena, Kan.,
High School from 1957 through 1960. During that four-year
period, his teams won three conference championships, had
a 27 game winning streak, and compiled an overall 31-4-1
record.

From Galena, Howard took over the reins as head
coach at FSCC and then he became the head football coach
at Central Missouri State University in Warrensburg, Mo.,
from 1966-1975. During his nine year tenure as the top man
his CMSU teams went to two bowl games, the 1968 Mineral
Bowl Game and the 1970 Pecan Bowl Game. In the Pecan
Bowl, nationally televised on ABC from Arlington, Texas,
Howard’s CMSU squad defeated the number 1 ranked team
from Arkansas State University to win the NCAA Division I1
National Championship. Howard’s overall coaching record
for high school, junior college and university levels is 155-
50-3.

While in Fort Scott, Howard was a member of the
Chamber of Commerce, the First Baptist Church, and the
Country Club. He was named Teacher of the Year in Junior
College in 1961.
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Presently, Howard is an Assistant Professor of
Physical Education at Central Missouri State University in
Warrensburg, Mo. Additionally, Howard is area scout for
the Blesto-NFL Combine Organization.

Heather Mazeitis, ’89-’90
Inducted Fall 2005

Heather Mazeitis of Simsboro, La., was the first female three-
sport athlete at FSCC. She attended FSCC in 1989 to 1990.
During her time as a Greyhound, Mazeitis was nominated
for the Academic All-American Team.

After leaving FSCC, she went to the University of
Central Oklahoma where she received her bachelor’s degree
in business. After college, she was accepted into the NCAA
Women’s Coaching Academy.

She coached volleyball and softball at Kansas City
Kansas Community College (KCKCC) for four years and
in 1999-2000 was named KJCCC Coach of the Year in both
Softball and Volleyball. Mazeitis has been at Louisiana Tech
in the Western Athletic Conference for the past five years.
She is currently the head volleyball coach and plans to coach
at a major Division I program during her career.

John McFall, ’67
Inducted Fall 1997

John McFall was amember of the team which won the Kansas
Jayhawk Conference Eastern Divisiontitle in 1966-67. Later
that season FSCC won the Region VI Sub-State, but lost the
state championship to Dodge City in a best of three playoff;
keeping them from a berth in the National Tournament.

McFall has been head coach at Olathe South High
School since 1992. Previously the Fort Scott native was
head coach at Shawnee Mission North from 1980 to 1983
and head coach at Shawnee Mission West from 1983 to 1992.
He also serves on the board of directors of the Kansas State
High School Basketball Coaches Association.

McFall has won numerous coaching honors. His
teams won the Sunflower League championship in seven
of the past 10 years, and he received the Eddie Ryan award
for 1991-92 and the Paul Lambert Award for 1995-96.

Billy G. Miles, ’69
Inducted Spring 1989

Billy attended Fort Scott Community College from 1967
to 1969. He was captain of the 1968 Greyhound football
team and was named to the all-district team as a defensive
tackle. He left Fort Scott in 1969 to attend the University
of New Mexico.

Tommy continued his playing career at the University
of Missouri, where he again received numerous awards.

Redskins in the National Football League. He received the
MVP award in the World Football League in 1974.

After a fantastic playing career, Tommy worked as
a professional actor in more than 15 television and motion
picture films, including a co-starring role in the movie “North
Dallas Forty.”
